Scorekeeping from a laptop:

Each team will get two people who can log on as “Team Administrators” and they will be able to upload the stats into Pointstreak.  Please inform Lee Cox as to who your team administrators will be, and she will email them the information they need.

Procedure

If you go to the schedule from the Pointstreak site

http://www.pointstreak.com/players/players-leagues-schedule.html?leagueid=716&seasonid=4680
each upcoming game has a little icon next to it that sort of looks like a printer.  If you click on this, you get a “scoresheet” for the game that you can print out.  It looks like the scoresheets we used last year, but just one copy.  

On your roster side, cross off players who are not playing, and then take it to the visitors locker room to have them do the same.

As the game is played, fill out the scoresheet like before on the paper scoresheet.

After the game, go to a computer with internet access and go to www.pointstreak.com and click on LOGIN (upper right corner).  Use your email as a username, and the password that will be given to you.  You will then be able to input all of the stats – players, penalties, referee names, goals and assists, and shots on goal (if counted).  For the players, you check the box next to each name of the people who played. Choose the players for each team.  Be sure to only select players who are participating.  If you need to change a jersey number, check the box for the player, and then type in the new number.  PLEASE verify all jersey numbers or the stats will not be correct.  Make sure that if you change someone's number, that there is not a player selected with the same number.  The Pointstreak system does not accept two of the same number for different people.  Be careful with “select all” unless everyone is playing.  Enter subs with “sub” added to the end of her last name.  Be sure to only include people on the roster who played the game, and DOUBLE CHECK EVERYTHING BEFORE YOU HIT THE SUBMIT BUTTON.  Once you submit, you can not go back and change anything.  The board does not consider it to be part of our jobs to go in and change errors on the scoresheets.

Each section has an edit button.  Enter the goalies in the goalie section, and I find it easier to enter the saves at that point.  For goals, be sure to enter the type of goal if it was not even strength (ES – the default): PP (power play), SH (short-handed), EA (extra attacker), EN (empty net), etc.

NOTE: In the past, WACH has not been concerned with how times have been entered on the scoresheet.  I, personally, have always put the time that is showing on the clock.  Pointstreak works by using the time that has expired.  So, when something happens (a goal or a penalty) take the time that is on the clock and subtract it from 15  minutes.  The easiest way to do this is to subtract the time on the clock from 14:60 (unless it happens at an even minute).  Of course, if it is during overtime, you subtract from 5 minutes, or 4:60.
PLEASE have your scorekeepers get to the game early, so they can enter all of the stuff in a timely manner.

Once entered via the Internet, the game will appear on Pointstreak as “unverified.”  That will be fixed later.
