Scorekeeping from a terminal

Before the game, go to the Pointstreak schedule and print out the scoresheet for the game.  Cross out the players who are not playing for your team, and take the scoresheet to the visitor’s locker room and have them do the same.

PLEASE have your scorekeeper show up early to be able to enter the information in time for the game.  It is a bummer when the team rep can not warm up.

Before the game, have your scorekeeper watch the short training video online.

Complete the setup menu with home and away teams.  Select the names of the refs for the game.

Choose the players for each team.  Be sure to only select players who are participating.  If you need to change a jersey number, double-click on the player.  PLEASE verify all jersey numbers or the stats will not be correct.  Make sure that if you change someone's number, that there is not a player selected with the same number.  The Pointstreak system does not accept two of the same number for different people.
Choose New Player to add a sub.  Write the player’s name with “sub” on the end of her last name, and write the jersey number.

As the game is played, add goals and penalties.  For goals, be sure to enter the type of goal if it was not even strength (ES – the default): PP (power play), SH (short-handed), EA (extra attacker), EN (empty net), etc.  For times, enter the time showing on the game clock.  PLEASE DOUBLE CHECK EVERYTHING BEFORE YOU HIT THE END GAME BUTTON.  It is not the board’s job to fix teams’ scoresheets.  One ref will enter his/her number to make the game official, otherwise, the game will show as unverified.  The scorekeeper will enter the password again at the end of the game.
